II. Public Safety/Political Updates
a. Zone 3 Police Update for Beat 302 (Summerhill & Peoples town) (5 minutes) 
-Given by Major Cavander
-Burglaries are down 6% in Beat 302 
	-21 burglaries arrest made in September
-26 auto larcenies (most of which were related to Braves Games)
-15 auto thefts
-33 total arrests in Beat 302 for September
-APD is pushing the “Clean Car” Campaign
	- Do not leave any valuables in your cars (cell phone, GPS, laptops, etc.)
- Do not leave your car chargers visible—this makes criminals think that the electronic device may be in your car and makes you a better target.
- Always keep your windows up and doors locked.
		-“See Something, Say Something”
- If something doesn’t look right in your area, call 911. The police will come out and check it out. 
- APD had rather you call and it is nothing than not call and a crime is committed.
- If you want to remain anonymous, tell the 911 operator that you do not want the responding officer to contact you or stop by after investigating the incident.
		-Copper Theft is on the Rise
			-Mark your AC units so that they cannot be recycled for cash
			- With 3 recycle centers in the area, AC units have become an easy target 
			for criminals to make some cash.

b. ONS Public Safety Update (5 minutes)

-This past week, there has been an increase in burglaries in Summerhill South of Georgia Ave.
-Vacant Homes
-As it gets colder, more vacant homes are being broken into for shelter and thefts by vagrants in neighborhood. If you see people entering a vacant home or access to a vacant home, contact 911.
- Vacant Homes are used by criminals for storing stolen merchandise as well as stealing appliances and copper from these homes. 
-Once again: If you See Something, Say Something.

			-Metal Recycling Centers will not accept copper that is marked green.

III. Announcements, New Events & Projects

a. Mercury Youth Organization (10 minutes)
-Coach Pritchett presented his plans for Chaney Stadium
-with the support of the Atlanta Public School System, he hopes to transform Chaney Stadium into a multi-level indoor sports complex for Atlanta’s youth.

b. Gypsy Parking (15 minutes)
i. Guests: Carla Smith, Michael Bond, APD, Office of Transportation
-Heated discussion between the Summerhill residents and city officials regarding the cessation of parking enforcement during Braves Games.
[bookmark: _GoBack]- Why was it stopped?
-City Officials stated that parking enforcement was ceased due to the city’s backlog on issuing parking permits due to the city’s lack of lot inspections.
-Confusion between the departments on what was required to be able to legally operate a parking service in Summerhill. 
-The Office if Revenues was issuing license without making sure that the lots were zoned for parking.
-The Office of Transportation-Public Works was issuing out parking permit due to lack of lot inspections.
			-What is required?
-1st- Lots must be zoned for parking. 
-2nd- The owner must have a business license.
-3rd- The lot must be inspected by the Office of Transportation-Public Works and meet the city’s -definition of a “parking lot”.
-4th- The owner must have a parking permit to park cars on their lot.
			-What did we accomplish?
-We found out that the cessation of parking permit enforcement was not due to a John Elder’s arrest, but instead was due to the City not completing their inspections timely and not issuing out license and permits correctly.
-We have a meeting on October 29th at City Hall to straighten out these problems and come up with a resolution for the 2012 Braves Season, when parking laws will be enforced.




c. Residential Parking Permits (15 minutes)
-There were a lot of opposing opinions regarding the Residential Parking Permits.
-Some residents stated that they did not want the permits enforced on their streets.
-Carla Smith explained that to having the permits removed from their street that the resident would have to get a petition signed by 75% of the homeowners on the street to have it removed.
-Other residents wanted to know why neither Park Atlanta nor APD were enforcing the permits during Braves games.
-It was explained that because Piedmont Park is having problems with their event parking permits that the Mayor’s office said not to enforce them until the Piedmont Park neighborhood resolved their problems.
-Summerhill did not request this and was not informed of this.
				-Richardson Street
-Back on April 6th, ONS contacted Nursef Kedir at the Office of Transportation- Public Works regarding the No Parking Signage on both sides of the street.
-On April 19th, ONS went to every house on Richardson St and had most residents sign the petition wanting parking on both sides. Nursef responded that the road was not wide enough for parking on both sides and residents would have to choose a side. The residents decided that they wanted residential parking on north side and no parking on the south side of the street.
-April 22nd, Nursef stated that they would have the no parking signs removed from the north side of street and placed on the south side.
-As of October 3rd and several follow-up e-mails without response, the signage is still incorrect on Richardson St and several residents have been unjustly ticketed due to this.
-At the ONS meeting on October 3rd, Carla Smith and Michael Julian Bond would have this resolved immediately.
	
d. Neighbor Announcements (5 minutes)
-Kaiser Permentante has an annual run in Summerhill were residents are told that they cannot park on the streets in front of their own homes.
-One resident contacted Kaiser to see what they would do for the community to show their appreciation of the residents’ tolerance of their event. This resident suggested a scholarship for neighborhood kids that are trying to further their education at the collegiate level.
