· The new Beat Realignment will be effective 12/15/11.
· All of APD will have overtime available for the APD officers to have more police presence out during the holidays.
· Crime Stats for November- Beat 302 (Summerhill & Peoplestown)
· 5 pedestrian robberies (2 in Summerhill)
· 8 residential burglaries (2 in Summerhill)
· 1 commercial burglary (0 in Summerhill)
· 15 car break-ins (3 in Summerhill)
· 9 auto thefts (4 in Summerhill)
· 14 arrests
· Remember crime increases during the holidays.
· While you are out and about during the holidays, be aware of your surroundings.
· Don’t use your Iphones or other hot electronic devices out in public. APD is seeing an increase in snatch and grabs were thieves see you using the devices, not paying attention and they run by and grab them.

· Vacant homes/businesses seem to be a target for burglars
· The judges seem to feel that the neighborhoods don’t care about burglaries in vacant homes and that these crimes should not be punished.

a. Update:  Code Compliance/”Fight the Blight at Turner Field” (5 minutes)
· Ryan has reduced our focus to 10 properties in the neighborhood in an attempt to focus our code compliance officer on the worst properties in the neighborhood, including the “Fight the Blight” properties.

b. Update:  Drift Club Events in Turner Field Blue Lot (5 minutes)
· We have only recently received the permits regarding these events.  We will start reviewing to look towards making positive changes.
· At the November meeting, we unanimously voted as a neighborhood to take the position that we DO NOT want any form of drift racing in our neighborhood due to the quality of life issues that it causes for our residents (ie. extreme noise levels, pollution)

c. Update:  Gypsy Parking/Residential Parking Permit Update (5 minutes)
· The neighborhoods have met and come up with a consensus.  We are looking to setup another meeting to get the city ordinance changed.
1. Summerhill Boundaries:  I-20 (North), Connally St (East), Little St. (South)
2. Two Year Permit
3. Only Valid During Braves Baseball Games (2hr before and after game, no grace period)
4. Enhanced Permitting Procedures prior to baseball season

d. Update:  Summerhill Security Patrol (5 minutes)
· Presented by Russell
· Several homes on the south end of Summerhill have already initiated the security patrol. Since the start of the security patrol, the residents have seen less crime, break-ins and unwelcomed foot traffic in their area. It has also facilitated better neighbor relationships with everyone watching out for each other.
· The security officer have stopped several criminals with outstanding warrants in the area and turned them over to APD.
· The cost: $15/month which includes two armed uniformed security officers patrolling the neighborhood twice a week (on random days). The officers check all homes on the security patrol plan to make sure that doors and windows are secure. They notify the homeowners when the house inspection is complete.
· For an additional fee, the officers will increase their security patrols in your area while you are on vacation.

· $15/month is cheap price for your peace of mind knowing that your home and belongs are protected.
