	-Week nights- 10PM
	-Weekends- 11PM
-If you see groups of teens hanging out or looking like they are up to something after curfew, CALL 911.  You had rather to call and it may be nothing, than not call and a crime occur.
-“If you see something, say something” is APD motto to help deter crime. Being a Nosey Neighbor is our best crime deterrent.
-If you are going out of town:
	1. Tell a trusted neighbor to watch out for your house
	2. Call the precinct for a patrol while you are gone
